How to Get Here 
 
Atlanta Airport Information: 
The Hartsfield-Jackson Atlanta International Airport (airport code: ATL) services the 
Greater Atlanta area. It is the busiest airport in the world, so there are some 
considerations when flying in/out of this airport. The Atlanta airport is divided into 
the South terminal (primarily Delta) and the North terminal (other airlines). When 
leaving out of Atlanta, we recommend you arrive at the airport 2 hours ahead of 
your scheduled departure. Allow for between 30 minutes to 1 hour to get from DMF 
or your hotel to the airport, depending on traffic (rush hour begins about 4pm).

MARTA Directions from Atlanta Airport: 
MARTA is the Metro Atlanta Rapid Transit Authority. The Atlanta Airport is the 
southern end of the North-South MARTA rail line. Take MARTA north to the Midtown 
Station (N4). During business hours, call DMF and someone can pick you up from the 
station. Or contact your hotel in advance to arrange a shuttle from the airport or the 
nearest MARTA station.

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Driving Directions from Atlanta Airport:  

1. From the Atlanta Airport, take I-85 North.  
I-85 will merge with I-75 to become I-75/85. 

2. Pass I-20, and then take Exit #248C (Freedom Parkway/Carter Center). 
Head East on Freedom Parkway.  

3. Stay to the left on Freedom Parkway at the fork for the Carter Center.  
4. Freedom Parkway dead ends at Ponce de Leon Avenue.  

Turn left on to Ponce de Leon Ave. 
5. Drive .2 miles, and then turn right on to Ponce de Leon Place 

(across from Kroger; Chipotle Mexican Grill is on the corner).  
6. Turn left at the third stop sign on to Pylant Street.  
7. DMF is the last building on the left.
